	“Gender identity or expression” includes “a person’s actual or perceived gender, as well as a person’s gender identity, gender-related self-image, gender-related appearance, or gender-related expression, regardless of whether that gender identity, gender-related self-image, gender-related appearance, or gender-related expression is different from that traditionally associated with the person’s sex at birth.” 

	Illinois
	“Sexual orientation” means “actual or perceived heterosexuality, homosexuality, bisexuality, or gender-related identity, whether or not traditionally associated with the person’s designated sex at birth.  “Sexual orientation” does not include a physical or sexual attraction to a minor by an adult.



	Iowa
	“Gender identity” means “a gender-related identity of a person, regardless of a person’s assigned sex at birth.”



	Maine
	“Sexual orientation” means “a person’s actual or perceived heterosexuality, bisexuality, homosexuality or gender identity or expression.”



	Nevada
	“Gender identity or expression” means “a gender-related identity, appearance, expression or behavior of a person, regardless of the person’s assigned sex at birth.”



	New Jersey
	“Affectional or sexual orientation” means male or female heterosexuality, homosexuality or bisexuality by inclination, practice, identity or expression, having a history thereof or being perceived , presumed or identified by others as having such an orientation.”

“Gender identity or expression” means “having or being perceived as having a gender related identity or expression whether or not stereotypically associated with a person’s assigned sex at birth.”

	“Gender identity” means “a person’s self-perception, or perception of that person by another, of the person’s identity as male or female based upon the person’s appearance, behavior or physical characteristics that are in accord with or opposed to the person’s physical anatomy, chromosomal sex or sex at birth.”

	“Sexual orientation” means “an individual’s actual or perceived heterosexuality, homosexuality, bisexuality or gender identity, regardless of whether the individual’s gender identity, appearance, expression or behavior differs from that traditionally associated with the individual’s sex at birth.”

	“Gender identity or expression” includes “a person’s actual or perceived gender, as well as a person’s gender identity, gender-related self image, gender-related appearance, or gender-related expression; whether or not that gender identity, gender-related self image, gender-related appearance, or gender-related expression is different from that traditionally associated with the person’s sex at birth.”  


	Vermont
	“Gender identity” means “an individual’s actual or perceived gender identity, or gender-related characteristics intrinsically related to an individual’s gender or gender-identity, regardless of the individual’s assigned sex at birth.”


	Washington
	“Sexual orientation” means “heterosexuality, homosexuality, bisexuality, and gender expression or identity.  As used in this definition, ‘gender expression or identity’ means having or being perceived as having a gender identity, self-image, appearance, behavior, or expression, whether or not that gender identity, self-image, appearance, behavior or expression is different from that traditionally associated with the sex assigned to that person at birth.”

	“Gender identity” means “the actual or perceived appearance, expression, identity or behavior of a person as being male or female, whether or not that appearance, expression, identity or behavior is different from that traditionally associated with the person’s designated sex at birth.”  

	Los Angeles, CA
	“Sexual orientation” means “an individual having or manifesting an emotional or physical attachment to another consenting adult person or persons, or having or manifesting a preference for such an attachment, or having or projecting a self-image not associated with one’s biological maleness or one’s biological femaleness.”  


	New York City, NY
	“Gender” means “actual or perceived sex and shall also include a person’s gender identity, self-image, appearance, behavior or expression, whether or not that gender identity, self-image, appearance, behavior or expression is different from that traditionally associated with the legal sex assigned to that person at birth.”


	Philadelphia, PA
	“Gender identity” means “Self-perception, or perception by others, as male or female, and shall include an individual’s appearance, behavior, or physical characteristics, that may be in accord with, or opposed to, one’s physical anatomy, chromosomal sex, sex assigned at birth; and shall include, but not be limited to individuals who are undergoing or have completed sex reassignment.”
