FREQUENTLY ASKED QUESTIONS

Q: How long do I have to wait for my license to be issued?
A: If an applicant meets all license requirements, the license will be issued within five (5) business days. 

Q: Do solicitors, peddlers, and transient merchants need to display their license at all times?
A: Yes. The license must be prominently displayed at all times by wearing it on a lanyard, clipped to clothing, or in some other way such that it is visible at all times while operating as a solicitor, peddler or transient merchant.

Q: What is the difference between a solicitor, peddler, and transient merchant?
A: A SOLICITOR is any person, traveling by foot or by any other means, taking or attempting to take orders for the sale of merchandise or other items for future delivery.

A PEDDLER is any person, traveling by foot or by any other means, transporting any merchandise or other items and exposing and offering the same for sale; or who, without traveling from place to place, shall from a wagon, automotive vehicle, or other form of conveyance expose and offer any merchandise or other items for sale.

A TRANSIENT MERCHANT is any person who engages in a temporary business, selling and delivering merchandise or other items, and who, in furtherance of such purpose, hires, leases, or occupies any building, structure, motor vehicle, hotel room, public room, apartment, shop, street, or alleyway within the corporate limits of the City, for the exhibition and sale of such merchandise or other items. 

Q: Is it illegal to sell door to door where a “no solicitors” sign is posted?
A: Yes, it is illegal to try to sell where “no solicitors,” “no trespassers” or a similar sign is posted.

Q: Are there restricted hours for using the Solicitor/Peddler/Transient Merchant license?
A: Yes, activities of solicitors, peddlers, and transient merchants within residential districts are only allowed between 9:00 a.m. and 8:00 p.m.
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
